‘London Monster’, lurked and we hear about the Bow Street Runners 
attempts to catch him.

Going Underground (new for 2009)

Below Holborn there is a mile of tunnels unconnected to London 
Underground. This tour explores their purpose, history, and the various 
entrances that have until now been largely unknown. Please note 
that this walk will be on the surface only and will not be going 
down any of the tunnels.
